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Synopsis

Reports the data that are associated with a curve.

Syntax

chips> [D #] [C #] TYPE

where D # is a drawing area number designation and C # is a curve
number designation.

Description

Example

chips> D 1 CURVE data/exampleA.dat
chips> D 1 CURVE data/exampleB.dat
chips> D 1 C 1 TYPE

Two curves are plotted in drawing area 1. The TYPE command reports the data that are associated with curve
number 1.
